Computing: Read the script below. It focuses on digital permission, which is where you ask someone’s permission before posting pictures of them.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Write or chart you’re your script should include a solution to the issue and stop T from losing a good friend. You could act out your script with a family member, film it and send it to the year 6 email.
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Whilst the Narrator is speaking, T & J are busy taking selfies in the background. T TS

Narrator: T and J have known each other a long time and spend a lot of time together and take a lot of
pictures. They love to add filters and always make sure they have the right picture before sharing anything
with their friends online. Getting ‘the’ picture can often take a long time and several attempts.

T You've got to get it right.
J: Yes, but they never look anything like us.
T: Yes they do...a better version of us!

J: Only because we add loads of things and mess around with them. | can't remember the last time we did
one and didn't do anything to it. Why don’t we try it?

Seriously? Ok, but we won't post it.

They take another selfie. J pulls a face as they clearly aren’t happy with the picture but T looks quite pleased
with it.
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Narrator: So, for the first time in ages, they actually took a picture without adding anything to it. J wasn’t
impressed at all but T was happy with t. Later that afternoon, T sent J a message

T: (reading out the message as they type) Hey. | really like that picture we took earlier. 'm going to put it up
onthe group chat.

J: (holds up an emoji and types a response)...ummmmm...not sure.
T: But it a really good photo of me Il be really sad if you don't let me share it. (holds up a sad face emoji)
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J: (thinking for a moment then types) Rather you didn’t.

Narrator: But T decided not to listen to what J had said and decided to post it anyway, with the caption. ..
*keeping it real’.

T: (speaking directly to the audience) It was a really good picture and | wanted to make a point that it was a
real photo.

Narrator: But your friend wasn't happy with it...
T: (shrugs) It be fine...like you say, we're friends.

T goes ahead and sends the picture to the shared group. Immediately lots of emojis pop up. Some nice,
some ot so nice, then one comment.

(Someone holds up a comment bubble)
Group member: J looks so bad! Keep the filters ha halll

Narrator: Whilst everyone in the group was enjoying making fun of the picture, J sat alone reading the
messages that were pouring in. On the other side of town was T who was completely unaware of how hurt
and angry J was feeling.

T: (starts typing a message to the group) Good one of me though!

Narrator: All of a sudden a notification popped up saying that J had left the group...
T: (messaging J) What's the matter? Why have you left the group chat??

Narrator: (io the audience) No reply.

T: What's the matter? Is it about the photo? Seriously? It was only a bit of fun.
Narrator: still no reply.

T: Why are you ignoring me?

J: (typing) Because you never asked me if it was ok.

Narrator: Ok, so let's freeze it here (everyone freezes) asit's at this point that we need to stop and re-think
this situation. If only T had listened and respected J's feelings, everything could have been very different.
